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Alhamdulillan through the Grace and Mercy of
Almighty Allah, the school made arrangements
for a trip to South Africa scheduled for the August
school holidays. The cost of the trip was quoted &
US$1,000-00 per student (of whichUS$200-0C
and 200-00 Rands was returned to each of th
students as a remainder from the trips’ expens
which included the ticket, accommodation, food
and transport). Circulars were sent to all Muslim
pupils in the boys’ secondary section. Initiallg th

boys were slow in responding as the Hifz student
were worried of Madrasah, but once they were
iInformed that we had re scheduled the trip tc

Monday 18 August, 2009 till Friday, Z1August

2009, students started to register their names. 1
students registered and Mashwera was made wi
the Islamiyaat Committee and it was decided ¢
go ahead with the trip. A week before departure
student came and informed me that he would nc
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go to South Africa as he had a wedding in the
family. Mashwera was made with Mol Bilal and
we decided that we give him a copy of the ticket
and refund him US$700-00. Visa was applied fol
those students who required visas anc
Alhamdulillan no problems were faced with the
visa applications as the school had written arette
to the embassy. Below Is a detailed day to da
report of the entire trip.

MONDAY_ 10/08/09

Alhamdulillah all the students came to the
airport by 06:50hrs with their parents/ guardians
Moulana Bilal Valli and Moulana Shahid Adam
went to pay the departure tax of US$ 25 pe
ticket. Once this was done and we were ready t
go Moulana Bilal gave us departing advices. Aftel
this Du’a was made by Moulana Ismail Motala
and we all bid our farewells to Mr.Javid and the
parents/ guardians who were there.

By 07:15hrs we had checked our bags in an
all the boarding passes were in our hands. B
07:45hrs we boarded the plane. Before we knew
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most of the students were fast asleep while a fe
engrossed themselves with the recitation of th
noble Quran.

We landed at O.R. THAMBO International
Airport at 11:00hrs. By 12:00hrs we took our bags
and were out of the airport.

Our driver (Solomon) was waiting for us
outside the arrivals and immediately took us tc
our bus. The bags were loaded In the trailor an
we left for Durban by 12:30hrs.

After some time most students started
“catching fish” and dozed off. At around 15:00hrs
we stopped at Montrose (Half way point to
Durban) to read Zuhr Salah. We had lunch an
left for our destination.

At 18:00hrs we reached Madrasah Inamiyyat
Camperdown which was our final destination for
the day. About 10 students of the Madrasal
together with Moulana Ebrahim Kadwa were
standing in Istigbal (welcome) for us by the gate
We got off the bus and the Madrasah student
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took out our bags from the bus not allowing us tc
even go near our bags. We were then shown ol
resting place. Students freshened up and got rea
for Esha Salah. Before Esha the principal of the
Madrasah Moulana Mahmood Madani Sahik
came to met us and made us feel at home.

After Esha meals were served and the studen
all said; ‘wow! we never knew Madrasah food
could be so tasty.’Students had lots of energy
left and after meals they went to play soccer ot
the Madrasah grounds. At around 23:00hrs all th
students were back Iin the room and slept
Moulana Shahid and Moulana Ismail went with
Moulana Ebrahim Kadwa to his house to draw uy
the program for the holiday.

TUESDAY 11/08/09

Students were woken up at 05:30hrs for Faj
Salah and after Fajr students went back to th
room to sleep. At 07:30hrs a delicious breakfas
was served and after breakfast students wel
given a tour of the Madrasah by Mol. Ebrahim
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Kadwa Sahib. After that, students were told to gc
to the room to tidy their beds and pack their bags.

The bus that was hired to take us arounc
Durban came around 09:30hrs and the studen
were excited to board the bus and go aroun
touring. We all sat in the bus and started our.tour

We first went to the African Birds of Prey
Park where they have wild birds performing
different shows for the public. Unfortunately the
show had already started and we had missed qui
abit so we decided to go on another day.

From there we went to the lion park where
many students saw white lions for the first time in
their lives.

From there we went to the Natal Zoological
Gardens which is not very far from Camperdown
and at the zoo students saw many different type
of animals and also saw many animals for the
first time Iin their lives like the Emu, Llamas,
Orang Utan, Brown African Buffalo and many
other animals.



From the zoo we returned to Camperdowr
where we read Zuhr Salah and had lunch.

From there we left for Durban and reached ou
hotel at around 16:30hrs. Room allocations wert
done and the group was divided into four groups
Each room had four students occupying it. Roon
35, 43, 68 and 97 was allocated to us at th
Windermere Flats. Each flat was facing the beac
and this made the students very happy. Roor
rules were given by Moulana Ismail and an Amir
was appointed in each room.

After we all settled down Iin our rooms, we
went to the beach and had our first experience |
the ocean.

Next morning students were woken up for Fayjr
and Salah was read with Jamah in one of th
rooms.

WEDNESDAY 12/08/09

Students were taken to Ushaka marine worlc
were students saw the different marine life anc
also saw a spectacular dolphin show.
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Students were then taken to Ushaka Wet an
Wild Park where students had fun swimming in
the different pools and slides. They also went uj
for a fun ride on the highest water slide in Africa

At around 15:30hrs students were taken to th
new 2010 world cup soccer stadium (Mosse:
Mabhida Stadium) construction site and the
students were given a detailed explanation on th
works of the stadium by one of the members o
the visitors department.

THURSDAY 13/08/09

After Fajar Salah a few students went for a
swim with Moulana Shahid in the ocean and had
great time.

At around 09:30hrs we reached Madrasal
Taleem-Ud-Deen where we were welcomed by
few Asatizah of the Madrasah. We were ther
taken to meet the principal of the Madrasah Muft
Ebrahim Salejee sahib who then requested one
the students to recite a portion of the Quran
Mohammed Yahya Motala of 8bl read the las
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few verses of Surah Bagarah and after completio
Mufti Sahib gave priceless advices.

After that tea and light snacks were arranget
and students were told to eat. Before they coul
even start eating Hafiz Abdurrahman Padia cam
and took the group to the visitors’ room where he
had invited the Asatiza of the Madrasah for lunct
In honor of his son who was graduating as at
Aalim.

After this the group proceeded to Stangel
where we visited the Zakariyya Muslim School.
Mol. Ubaidullah Jeebhal was there to receive us
Zuhr Salah was read in the school Jamaat Khar
and thereafter lunch was served by the schoo
After lunch students were taken to the library anc
Mol. Imtiyaz Kathrada spoke to them. Moulana
Shahid and Moulana Ismail were taken to the
boardroom and a discussion was held with th
vice  principal Moulana  Yunus  Ally.
Correspondence was exchanged and befol
leaving the school the students were taken to th
Stanger Masjid by Moulana Imtiyaz to see the
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exact place were Hadrat Sheikh Zakkariyya (R.A
made his final Itikaf. From here we went to the
hotel and went to relax at the beach.

Before Esha Salah we went to the Durbar
Markaz, Masjid Hilal and from there we were
taken to Masjid Nur by bro. Elyas Gangat where
the students sat in the Majlis of Hadrat Moulane
Yunus Patel Sahib. After the Majlis the students
met the famous South African cricket player bro.
Hashim Amla. The group also had the privilege of
meeting Hadrat Moulana Yunus Patel Sahib whc
then gave advice to the students regarding th
Importance of looking after our youth. He also
gave the group 200 Rands.

FRIDAY 14/08/09

As mentioned previously that the group was
residing at the Windermere apartments, afte
meeting bro. Elyas Gangat, we were told that we
could get a better hotel with a better rate at Beac
Hurst Apartments. Thus after having made
Mashwera we decided to checkout from
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Windermere and move to Beach Hurst on Frida
morning.

After Jumuah Salah and lunch the group sper
the afternoon relaxing and swimming at the
beach. After Maghrib Salah we attended the
weekly Tabligh Jamaat program (shabguzari) a
the Markaz. Thereafter the group was invited fol
supper at bro. Elyas Gangat’s residence.

SATURDAY 15/08/09

The whole of Saturday was spent shopping &
the Pavilion mall and Springfield Mall. While
waiting for Magrib Salah in the Jamaat Khana a
the Pavilion Mall we had the privilege of meeting
Mufti Zubair Bhaliyat Sahib.

SUNDAY 16/08/09

The entire day of Sunday was spent at Ushak
Marine World as the students enjoyed theil
previous Vvisit to this place. During this visit,dw
members of the group namely Moulana Shabhic
Adam and Fahad Chafekar courageously did th
famous and thrilling cage dive with 14 super large
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sharks circling around them in the water. An
experience not to be missed by any visitor to thi:
place. At the request of the students Moulan:
Shahid was also taken up for a ride on the highe:
water slide in Africa.

MONDAY 17/08/09

A visit was arranged at the Al Falaah Muslim
School at 08:00hrs. When the group arrived at th
school bro. Irshad Amod was there to receive th
group and the students were divided according t
their respective grades. They were then ser
accordingly to the classrooms where the studen
participated in the first lesson. Thereafter they
were given the opportunity to interact with the
students. Meanwhile Moulana Shahid anc
Moulana Ismail were taken to meet the secondar
school principal bro. Zaffer Ahmed. Thereafter a
tour of the school was given by Moulana Shabbi
Asmal. Breakfast was arranged in the boardroor
and during breakfast the deputy principal of the
primary bro. Hussein Bhayat spoke to the student
regarding the importance of education. Moulanse
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Ismail also gave some advice to the member
regarding the importance of Imaan and following
the Sunnah. Alhamdulillah our experience at thi
school was extremely good.

From the school we returned to the hotel tc
check out. Students were given an hour to sort ol
their bags and come down to the hotel lobby
Alhamdulillah all the students were Iin time for
this. After that we went to |G Hussain Islamic
shop where an hour was given to the students f
buy whatever they wanted. While shopping som:
students reminded the others to buy white topi
for school.

From here we went to IPCl academy (Ahmeo
Deedat’s Academy) where we saw how they dc
their Dawah work. A list of the publications was
taken by Moulana Ismail and a few of their latesi
publication was also given to Moulana Ismail.

From here students were shown the Gre
Street Masjid (The biggest Masjid in the entire
Southern hemisphere).
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From here we went back to the hotel to pact
our luggage into the bus. Zuhr Salah was read ar
we went to the Overport area where we ate ¢
Romans Pizza. It was almost Asr time when we
got done with lunch. After that we went to the
Markaz and read Asr Salah.

After Asr we left for Camperdown Madrasah.
We reached there just after Magrib Salah so w
quickly went to our room, made Wudhu and reac
Salah. After Magrib we took out all the bags from
the bus and put them in our room. After Eshe
students forgot they were tired and went to the
soccer ground to play soccer. They played socce
till around 23:00hrs and then they all came to the
room to sleep.

TUESDAY 18/08/09

Students were woken up for Fajr at 05:30hrs
After Fajr students went to the room to sleep
Students were then woken up at 07:30hrs fo
breakfast. After breakfast time was given to ge
ready for the activities of the day.
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By 09:30hrs we left Camperdown and went to
the African Birds of Prey Park. Here we saw all
the different types of birds of prey that are founc
In Southern Africa. Among the birds we saw were
different species of owls, vultures, eagles, fagcon
and hawks. After going through all the different
bird cages we went to the main arena where ¢
10:30hrs there is a bird display. In this displag t
different birds of prey fly out of their cages and
show the audience how they live in the wild. They
demonstrate their hunting skills and flying skills.
Unfortunately on this day the carcass that wa
arranged for the vultures display was not brough
by the farmer so we did not get the opportunity tc
witness the vulture show.

From the bird park we went to Madrasah Noot
for the blind. Upon arrival we were welcomed by
one of the Ustaads of the Madrasah. We were the
taken to the Jamaat room where the Moulan
called a few students to come and read for us frol
the different Hadith Kitaabs and from the Quran.
This amazed all of us as a person who is totall
blind is reading the Hadith Kitaabs and the Qurat
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In their Arabic text with extreme fluency. Upon
enquiry from the Ustaad he told us that blind
people have a very good sense of touch which |
why they feel the pages of the Quran and reac
The Moulana then took us around the Madrasa
and showed us the machines that are used to ma
all the kitaabs into brail. It was an amazing
experience at this Madrasah to see how blin
people can do all their work without much
assistance.

From here we went for Zuhr Salah. After Zuhr
we went to Wilowtown Palace to eat lunch. After
lunch we went to see the Hawick Falls which i1s
not as big as the Victoria Falls in terms of the
width but according to its height it is one of the
highest falls in the world. Students were not toc
Interested in looking at the falls and passec
comments that owictoria Falls was the best

From here we went to a nearby go-cart racing
track where we wanted to hire out the go-carts fo
sometime. Unfortunately we were not allowed tc
hire the go-carts as there was a national rac
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going to take place the next day so all the goscart
were being serviced and the track was being use
by the racers to practice.

From here we went back to Camperdown
Madrasah and read our Asr Salah. From Asr t
Magrib we relaxed in our room and about half ar
hour before Esha Salah dinner was served. Afte
eating we got ready for Esha Salah. After Esha w
went to the room to pack our bags and put them i
the bus. At around 21:30hrs we were ready to g
to the bus station to catch our bus to
Johannesburg. Before departing from the
Madrasah students were given advice by Moulan
Ebrahim Kadwa Sahib on the importance of
seeking knowledge. We reached the bus station
around 22:30hrs and at 23:00hrs the bus whic
was going to take us to Johannesburg arrived. W
quickly loaded our bags into the bus and settle
down in the bus. Before we knew it all the
students were fast asleep. We reached tr
Johannesburg region at around 05:00hrs but he
to make two stops before we reached Park Static
(Johannesburg Bus Station). We reached th
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station at around 06:20hrs. Upon arrival, Moulane
Shahid phoned the driver that was going to picl
us up to ask him where he was. He soon arrive
and took us to the hotel.

WEDNESDAY 19/08/09

As we had reached the hotel long before th
check inn time we were only given one room to
use for relaxing and keeping our bags. Within the
next hour or so we were given the keys to all the
four rooms that we had booked. Sleeping group
were made by our Amir Sahib and the student
went with their bags to their respective rooms. All
the students went to sleep as they were all feelin
very tired. In the mean time Moulana Shahid
phoned his brother to bring his car down to the
hotel so that we can use the car to go aroun
together with the two Toyota Avanzas we hac
hired. When the students woke up they were a
very hungry thus lunch was bought and they al
ate. After Zuhr Salah we went to the Oriental
Plaza Shopping Mall where students continue
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with their shopping spree. The rest of the day wa
spent here.

THURSDAY 20/08/09

Students were woken up for Fajr at 05:30hrs
After Fajr some students went back to sleep whils
others got ready for another day ahead. B
08:30hrs our driver had arrived and we set off tc
go to Dar-u-Loom Azaadville (Where the current
LICEF School Ustaads studied). Upon reaching
the Madrasah we were welcomed by Moulan:
Abdullah Mia and Moulana Mansoor. After
greeting them the students were taken for a tour ¢
the Madrasah by Moulana Shahid to show ther
the different places in the Madrasah. While on the
tour students passed commemt®w Is this a
Madrasah or a hotel? Such a big madrasah with
the best of facilities! The students then met
Moulana Abdullah Amejee who took the students
to his office and gave all of us some kitaabs as
gift. From there the students wanted to go and bu
some kitaabs so Moulana Abdullah Amejee
arranged for the book shop to be opened. Th
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book shop was opened and the students boug
the kitaabs they wanted. Moulana Abdullah
Amejee gave every student a 10% discount on a
the things they bought. Before leaving the
Madrasah the group had the honor of meetin
Qari Ismail Essack Sahib (Vice principal of the
Madrasah).

From the Madrasah we went to Lenasia wher:
we had an appointment with Radio Islam at
12:00hrs. Upon reaching the radio station
Moulana Shahid and Moulana Ismail went in to
inform them of our arrival. Moulana Suleman
Ravat called us in and told us to sit in the visito
lounge. It was not long before he came and too
us into the main studio. We had the opportunity o
meeting Moulana Haidar Ali, Moulana Arafat and
many of the presenters. We were then taken for
tour of the station by one of the Ulema of the
station. We were shown how broadcasting is
done, how recording is done, how the progran
engineer operates, how the recorded program
edited and much more. Alhamdulillah one of our
students Mohsin Patel of 11b2 had the
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opportunity of singing a few Naats and Nazam:s
which was recorded by the recording departmen
The group was also given a copy of this
recording.

From the radio station we went to Mochachos
to have lunch. After lunch we read Zuhr Salah ant
went to Trade Route Shopping Mall. Here
students were divided into four groups and wer:
given one and half hours to do their final
shopping.

From the mall we returned to Johannesburg t
our hotel where we read Asr Salah. After Asr
students went back to their rooms to pack awa
their shopping. After Esha Salah we all took &
walk to the Spur restaurant for our final meal In
South Africa. Students were given an open optiol
as to what they wanted to eat. After dinner we
went back to the hotel and all students were tol
to have their bags packed and ready before the
sleep. Students were also told that by 04:30hr
every body must be awake so that by 05:30hrs w
could leave for the airport.
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FRIDAY 21/08/09

Alhamdulillah the group was ready on time to
go to the airport. Fajr Salah was read at the hote
We reached the airport by 07:00hrs. When we
reached the check Inn counters, they wer
expecting our group. Our luggage was weighet
and soon we were given our boarding passe
After completing the immigration and customs
formalities students were made to sit at one plac
while those who wanted to claim back VAT went
to do so with Moulana Shahid. Once everybody
was done with the VAT claims the two Ustaads
made Mashwera and decided to give US$ 200 ar
100rands to each student as a refund from th
remainder of the kitty money. Students were toc
happy to receive this money and could not wait tc
hear Amir Sahib say you can now go to the duty
free shops. The moment they heard these worc
they all disappeared into the shops and returned
our meeting point at 08:45hrs as our boarding
time was 08:50hours.We quickly went to the
boarding gates and went into the bus that wa
going to take us to the plane. Once we reached tt
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plane students sat on their respective seats.é\s t
doors of the plane closed the students starte
sitting wherever they wanted to as the plane wa
very empty.

Before we knew it most of the students were
fast asleep but when they heard the announceme
that breakfast will be served they were all wide
awake.

Upon arrival at Lusaka Airport at 11:00hrs we
completed the immigration formalities and rushec
out to collect our bags. After collecting our bags
we went out of the terminal building where we
were welcomed by a few parents and MR. Nind
and BR. Y. Thabu (Staff members of LICEF).
The driver brought the bus and we quickly loadec
our bags into the bus. Mashwera was made ar
Amir Sahib decided we must go to Masjid Umar
for Jumuah Salah. Alnamdulillah we were in time
for Salah.

After Salah we went to the School as this wa:
our break off point. Moulana Ismail gathered all
the students and he spoke to the students abc
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Ramadaan. After that final Du’a was made by
Moulana Shahid and we all asked for forgivenes
from each other, greeted each other and depart
for our houses.

NOTE

- On a daily basis at night instead of Taleen
advices were given to the students on the
different aspects of life.

- Whatever time we had while waiting for Salah
students were encouraged to read Quran.

- A refund of 100Rands was given to all the
students when they came back to school as
remainder from the kitty money.

OBSERVATIONS

We would like to suggest the following to the
school:

1. To prepare a brochure of the School
explaining the different aspects of the school
as most of the places we visited asked us if we
had any brochures about our School.
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2. The School should give their publications to
the out going groups to take with them. E.qg.
End of term newsletters etc which can be given
out to the visiting places.

3. The School should make a business card of
the School and give it to the group to give out
to the people with whom correspondence is
exchanged while out on such trips.

4. The School should make student cards for all
groups going out on such trips as this helped
us a lot while we were in South Africa as most
places offer different fares for students.

5. At certain places the size of the group was too
large thus we were not able to do many of the
activities that were on our program. But at
certain places the group was short of five
students to get full school discounts.

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, Alhamdulillah the trip was
successful and LICEF SCHOOL  staff,
administrative management, Islamiyaat
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Committee, Moulana Ebrahim Kadwa of
Camperdown and Moulana Mahmood Madani of
Camperdown needs to be thanked for their effort
In ensuring that everything went well. May Allah
Ta’ala reward them abundantly and give them th
ability to continue with their efforts for Deen.
